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In April 1937, the city of Guernica in northern Spain
is in ruins after the horrific bombing of the Spanish
cvil war. Pablo Picasso decides to depict his grief in
a painting commissioned for the World Exchibition in
FParis later that year. The result is the magnificent work

of art Guernica!

The Corona pandenic has affected us all in different
ways and has led to many changes in our daily lives.
Many people have been hit very hard by this crisis and
everyone has been negatively affected in one way or
another. Nevertheless, the pandemic has also brought
some positive aspects, such as that our planet has been
able to breathe again as lockdowns are rolled out

around the world.

INSPIRED BY THOSE events, Telma Castro and
Stanislaw Lux created the artwork Coronica. The
subject consists of a composition based on drawings
contributed by people of different ages. In  these
drawings they have expressed their feelings about the
current pandenric. In a large puzzle arrangement, the
artists picked up the content of the drawings, their own
imaginations and interpreted it into a unified piece in
the art styles of Cubism, Surrealism and Parvulism
(parvuli=children in Latin). The work is painted
in water-based oil on a canvas that is approximately

440 cm x 200 cmr and is fixed on a folding frame.
